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1.0 Introduction                                                                                  

1.1 How NPP Works

The�major�objective�of�Fund�Accounting�is�to�segregate�and�report�on�individual�Funds,�Grants�or�Projects�(hereafter
referred�to�as�Fund)�as�if�they�were�their�own�fiscal�entity.��In�essence,�each�Fund�needs�to�have�its�own�Balance�Sheet
(Statement�of�Financial�Position)�and�Statement�of�Revenues�and�Expenses�(Statement�of�Activities).��ASI�Non-Profit�Plus
provides�the�functionality�for�the�user�to�determine�which�level�is�needed�to�produce�these�necessary�reports.��Once�this
level�has�been�selected,�NPP�will�automatically�maintain�Accounts�Receivable�and�Accounts�Payable�balances�by�DTF
Segment,�as�well�as�creating�Due�Tos�and�Due�Froms�whenever�transactions�span�Funds.

The�user�will�determine�the�Fund�level�by�selecting�those�segment(s)�of�the�subaccount�that�reflect�the�level�at�which�self-
balancing�financial�transactions�must�exist.��NPP�identifies�the�segment(s)�selected�as�Due�To/From�(DTF)�Segment(s).

For�example,�an�organization�has�the�following�subaccount�structure

The�organization�must�determine�which�segment(s)�are�to�be�maintained�on�self-balancing�basis.��For�the�purposes�of�this
discussion,�Fund�will�be�selected�as�the�only�segment�of�the�Subaccount�that�needs�to�be�maintained�in�a�self-balancing
nature�and�will�be�labeled�as�the�DTF�segment.

After�the�DTF�segment(s)�has�been�selected,�NPP�will
�� Maintain�A/R�and�A/P�control�accounts�by�DTF�Segment
�� Automatically�create�Due�To�and�Due�From�transactions�whenever�needed�to�maintain�balancing�DTF�Segments.

Maintaining�A/R�and�A/P�control�accounts�by�DTF�Segment
As�invoices�are�entered,�NPP�will�redistribute�the�A/R�control�account�balances�based�on�the�DTF�Segment�distribution�of
each�document.��Similarly,�as�vouchers�are�entered,�NPP�will�redistribute�the�A/P�control�account�balances�based�on�the
DTF�Segment�distribution�of�each�document.

For�example: An�invoice�entered�against�a�customer�with�an�A/R�account/subaccount�of
1200��10-00-00-0000,�and�is�distributed�to�the�4000�revenue�account�with�2�unique�subaccounts.

To�keep�the�A/R�control�account�balanced�by�Fund,�the�AR�distribution�would�then�be
redistributed�by�NPP�as�follows:

Note�that�the�redistribution�zero�fills�all�segments�of�the�subaccount�that�are�not�marked�as�part�of�the�DTF

DTF�Segments�filled�with�zeros.
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Automatically�creating�Due�To�and�Due�From�transactions
As�cash�is�received�and�applied�to�existing�invoices�or�vouchers�are�paid,�NPP�will�relieve�the�correct�A/R�or�A/P�control
account�as�well�as�determine�if�DTF�transactions�need�to�be�created.

For�example: The�invoice�from�the�previous�example�exists�and�is�in�balance�by�Fund.

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1.2�Due�To/From�Account�Setup�Options
There�are�several�ways�of�setting�up�the�Due�To/From�(DTF)�accounts�in�NPP.�The�way�these�accounts�are�set�up�will
affect�the�way�reports�are�presented.�Do�you�choose�to�use�the�same�account�number�as�both�the�Due�To�and�Due�From
account,�which�will�be�debited�and�credited�to�represent�the�flow�of�cross�DTF�segment�transactions?��Or�do�you�choose�to
separate�out�the�Due�From�Assets�from�the�Due�To�Liabilities�by�creating�separate�accounts�for�each?

Therefore,�before�setting�up�your�DTF�accounts,�the�fundamentals�should�be�understood.��When�transactions�are�created�in
Great�Plains�Solomon�that�involve�more�that�one�unique�DTF�Segment,�NPP�will�create�the�necessary�transactions�in�GL�to
reflect�the�appropriate�Due�To/From�activity�between�DTF�Segments.

When�setting�up�the�DTF�Accounts�in�GL,�a�decision�must�be�made�in�regards�to�how�the�organization�wants�to�record�its
DTF�transactions.��Functionality�is�built�into�NPP�to�allow�an�organization�the�options�discussed�below.

Note:�In�the�examples�listed�below,�the�first�segment�of�the�subaccount�is�selected�as�the�DTF�Segment.

Option�1:� Record�separate�Due�From�and�Due�To�transactions�allowing�the�organization�to�keep�Assets
separate�from�Liabilities.

��Provides�detailed�breakdown�of�inter-DTF�Segment�transactions
��Allows�debit�balance�Due�From�accounts�to�be�placed�in�the�Asset�section�and�credit�balance

Cons

��More�difficult�to�reconcile
��Due�From�and�Due�To�account�balances�could�be�represented�separately�on�the�Balance�Sheet

Before�setting�up�NPP,�you�will�need�to�know�which�subaccount�segment(s)�will�be�marked�as�the�DTF�Segment�as
well�as�how�Due�To/From�accounts�will�be�created.��Refer�to�the�1.0�Introduction�section�of�this�guide�for�more
information�on�these�subjects.

2.1�Chart�of�Accounts�Maintenance�(01.260.00)

Asset�and�Liability�accounts�must�be�created�in�order�for�Due�To/Froms�to�function�properly.�These�accounts�will�be
referenced�within�the�GL�Setup�and�the�DTF�Account�Maintenance�screens.

As�discussed�in�the�1.0�Introduction�section�of�this�guide,�you�may�choose�to�create�unique�Due�From�Asset�accounts�and
Due�To�Liability�accounts�for�each�DTF�Segment�that�you�will�process�or�you�may�use�the�same�account�for�both�the
Due�From�Asset�and�Due�To�Liability.

Create�Asset�(and�Liability)�accounts�to�represent�Due�To/From�transactions�through�the�Module…�General
Ledger…Chart�of�Accounts�Maintenance�menu�selection.

This�is�a�standard�Solomon�screen�without�any�NPP�enhancements.

Over�Budget�Option:

This�option�allows�the�users�to�choose�four�different�types�of�budget�checking.��If�the�user�chooses�“No�Warning”
then�budget�checking�is�turned�off.��The�other�options�are�“Warning�Only”�which�warns�the�user�they�are�about�to
go�over�budget,�but�allows�them�to�continue�transaction�processing.��“Error.��Allow�Password�Override”,�which
will�warn�the�user�they�are�about�to�go�over�budget�and�does�not�allow�the�user�to�continue�transaction�processing
without�first�entering�the�correct�password.��“Error.��Over�Budget�Not�Allowed”,�is�the�final�option�and�will�warn
the�user�they�are�about�to�go�over�budget�and�that�this�is�not�allowed.��If�“Error.��Over�Budget�Not�Allowed”�is
chosen�the�user�is�asked�if�they�would�like�to�view�the�Funds�Available�screen,�which�would�allow�them�to�see
how�much�the�current�transaction�put�the�Account/Subaccount/Fiscal�Year�combination�over�budget.

������Due�To/From�Option:
Select�among�the�following�options:

� � Always�Create�Due�To/From�Entries
� � Never�Create�Due�To/From�Entries
� � Optional�on�each�Batch

If�Always�Create�Due�To/From�Entries�is�selected,�the�system�will�always�create�DTF�transactions�every�time
journal�entries�are�made�which�cross�DTF�segments

If�Never�Create�Due�To/From�Entries�is�selected,�the�system�will�not�create�DTF�transactions�when�journal�entries
are�made�even�if�DTF�segments�are�crossed.

If�Optional�on�Each�Batch�is�selected,�creation�of�DTF�transactions�within�the�journal�entry�screen�is�at�the
discretion�of�the�user�and�may�differ�on�a�batch-by-batch�basis.

Current�Ledger�ID’s�&�Default�DTF�Accounts
The�Default,�Amendment,�Encumbrance,�and�Budget�Ledger�ID’s�must�be�unique.�GL�Setup�information�will�not�be
saved�until�unique�ledger�ID’s�have�been�defined�for�each�of�these�ledgers.

Default�Ledger�ID:
This�is�the�standard�Solomon�field�and�is�generally�set�to�“ACTUAL”.�This�represents�the�default�ledger�ID�for
posting�actual�activity.

������Amendment�Ledger�ID:
The�Amendment�Ledger�ID�will�be�used�to�track�any�amendments�made�to�the�Budget�ledger�(which�is�defined�on
the�Budget�Info�tab�within�GL�Setup).

Enter�a�ledger�ID�that�will�be�used�to�track�amendments.��Because�of�its�intended�functionality,�the�Amendment
Ledger�ID�must�be�of�a�ledger�balance�type�“Budget”�or�the�system�will�not�accept�the�entry.

The�amendment�Ledger�ID�should�be�easily�recognizable�as�representing�changes�in�the�budget�so�that�it�is�easily
discernible�from�the�adopted�budget�ledger�ID��(i.e.�an�identifier�of�“AMEND”�is�more�easily�recognized�to
represent�budget�transfers/changes�than�an�identifier�of�“BUDGET2”).

Encumbrance�Ledger�ID:
The�Encumbrance�Ledger�Id�will�be�used�to�track�the�encumbrances�against�an�account,�subaccount�and�fiscal
year�combination�in�the�AcctHist�table.��Because�of�it�intended�functionality,�the�Encumbrance�Ledger�Id�must�be
of�a�ledger�balance�type�“Budget”�or�the�encumbrances�will�not�function�properly.
